Budget Justification – SLAC- for TAMU/NASA Proposal
SLAC Direct Costs

The salary and tuition costs presented in this proposal are based on current rates for the first year of the proposal.  Costs for subsequent years are escalated by 3% for each year of the proposal. 
Labor hours are included for estimating purposes only as required by the proposal and are not subject to audit.

Senior Personnel – 
R. Les Cottrell’s effort on this project will be about 8% for the first calendar year and 4% thereafter. 
Graduate Student – A graduate student will be assigned to the project for its duration.
 Fringe Benefits – 

The Stanford University fringe benefit rate is 30.5% for regular staff and 3.4% for graduate research assistants.

Travel – 
Travel is budgeted to cover three domestic trips per year to conferences and meetings with collaborators and to present results.  Costs estimates based on two trips for the PI and one trip for the graduate student.
Materials and Supplies -
For FY06 the M&S costs are for an application host plus router/switch interfaces and software licenses. For FY08 the M&S costs are for a router to gather Netflow records plus a gather/analysis host and software licenses.

Tuition –

The estimated cost of tuition for one graduate student.

Indirect Costs
SLAC indirect costs are applied at 37% to salaries (including fringe) and Travel, and 6.8% on materials and supplies.  No indirect costs are applied to tuition.
