Script Festival: a plan

Current situation, mostly

We have executable scripts and scripts that are sourced.

Our scripts are maintained and run from an old structure and a new structure:

Old structure

   Script source files are maintained in $PEPII/epicsApp/script, gmake-d into $PEPII/bin/solaris using $PEPII/epicsApp/script/Makefile.Host.

In addition, some scripts are maintained in $CD_SOFT/script, which is also in the path.

and/or 

New structure

   Script source files are maintained in CVS and are gmaked into $CD_SOFT/dev,new,prod.  In addition, for many of these, $PEPII/epicsApp/script/Makefile.Host copies scripts from $CD_SOFT/dev or prod into $PEPII/bin/solaris.

Some of our scripts are in the old structure, some in the new, and some in a rather dangerous combination of the two.

epicsSetupXyz

One particular class of scripts is the sourced epicsSetupXyz scripts (Xyz = Pepii, Nlcta, Lab, etc.) which set up various enviroments.  Versions of these scripts live in both the old and new structures, but the old version is sourced most often.  Moving these scripts over to the new structure will require a detailed analysis of the environments set by each; I propose we save these for later, leaving them where they are for the moment. 

The old structure epicsSetups set the environment to EPICS version R3.13.2; the new structure scripts set the environment to version R3.13.6.  However, it seems that the vast majority of our scripts don’t care which version of EPICS is set up in the environment, so maintaining two versions of the epicsSetups is probably not necessary… to be continued...

Shortish-Term Goals

  1. End up with all of our scripts in CVS in the proper place, gmaked into the escalation ($CD_SOFT/dev,new,prod) directories.  End up with a single "source code" file for each script.  **Excluding the epicsSetupXyz's, as described above**

  2. Continue to maintain epicsSetupXyz in $PEPII/bin/solaris.

  3. $PEPII/bin/solaris is currently our production executable directory; it is in the path in front of $CD_SOFT/dev,new,prod.  As long as that is the case, keep it up-to-date as necessary with files from the escalation directories, pending answers to:
Questions:  Do we need to maintain scripts in $PEPII/bin/solaris as well as in our new escalation path in $CD_SOFT?  Is there any place where $PEPII/bin/solaris is the only script directory in the path, or will things always get picked up from $CD_SOFT?  What are the rehash issues, and can we work around them? (for cmdSrv, Unix Foyer)

Longer-Term Goals

  1. Analyze what happens in the epicsSetupXyz scripts, both versions ($PEPII/bin/solaris and $CD_SOFT)

  2. End up with a perfect set of epicsSetupXyz scripts in CVS, gmaked into dev/script, sourced by everyone.

  3. Get rid of $PEPII/bin/solaris altogether.

Possible action plan

Please refer to the attached spreadsheet for the list of scripts in each category, and my guess as to who is the owner

Categories and actions:
category 1. Some scripts are in CVS and also maintained in $PEPII/epicsApp/script, and the two versions don't match.  Since $PEPII/bin/solaris is first in the path, this version usually gets executed.   E.g. tr00_report

· CVS checkout

· update with the latest code (usually from $PEPII/bin/solaris) and add/update header

· CVS commit

· gmakedev

· update $PEPII/epicsApp/script/Makefile.Host to get the script from $CD_SOFT/dev/solaris/bin.

· put newest version into $PEPII/bin/solaris

· Make sure version on opi00gtw00 is in synch.  Create/modify manifest if necessary.  Please note that scripts will need to be scp-ed to $PEPII/bin/solaris on prod (opi00gtw00) manually.

category 2. Some scripts are maintained in $PEPII/epicsApp/script and have never been put into CVS. E.g. StripToolLess

· CVS checkout relevant directory

· Copy in the script in question from $PEPII/bin/solaris

· Add header to script

· CVS add 

· CVS commit

· gmakedev

· update $PEPII/epicsApp/script/Makefile.Host to get the script from $CD_SOFT/dev/solaris/bin.

· put newest version into $PEPII/bin/solaris

· Make sure version on opi00gtw00 is in synch.  Create/modify manifest if necessary.  Please note that scripts will need to be scp-ed to $PEPII/bin/solaris on prod (opi00gtw00) manually.

category 3. Some scripts and files are in $PEPII/bin/solaris and don't belong there.  E.g. st.alh.pepii, disk.cfg

· Make sure the files also live somewhere else, if necessary

· Modify programs that use the files or call the scripts to look elsewhere, if necessary

· Delete from $PEPII/bin/solaris

· Check relevant gmakes to make sure the scripts/files end up where they should

· Check for versions on opi00gtw00.  Delete scripts that don’t belong there (i.e. ones that are only run from AFS???)  Create/modify manifest if necessary.  

  ?. Resolve and act accordingly

category ok. Some scripts are maintained in the new structure, and are also gmaked into $PEPII/bin/solaris.  This is GOOD!  E.g. csp2tt

· No work necessary on the afs side, except it would be nice if people could verify the scripts they know about – more eyes are better!
· Make sure version on opi00gtw00 is in synch.  Create/modify manifest if necessary.  Please note that scripts will need to be scp-ed to $PEPII/bin/solaris on prod (opi00gtw00) manually.
